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ñThis is a lot of fun (besides being good for me)ò 

Okay, this is a pitch to join in with the group reading through the Bible this year, 2012.  
Because the deadline for this issue of The Bell is January 2, Iôve only had two daysô 
worth of reading to report on, but they were amazing. 

In the first place, the version we have chosen to read is a translation/paraphrase that 
purposely intends to speak in the idioms of our day.  Boy does it!  Itôs The Message 
Bible by Eugene Peterson.  The particular format is called The Daily Message, 
because, rather than finding the books in their normal order, Genesis through 
Revelation, it puts the readings for each day side by side.  So on January 1, we read 
Genesis 1 and 2 and Psalm 1 in consecutive order.  Soon we will be reading from the 
New Testament as well.  Each of the reading are placed beside each other so we donôt 
have to hunt for each passage. 

The readings are divided up into small portions that normally run about 10-15 minutes 
each.  I like to start my day by these readings, but it can easily be built into anyoneôs 
schedule.  For those of you familiar with the older, more formal approaches to Bible 
translations, as I am (I still think in King James-ese), this translation will jar you out of 
your comfortable Bible memories.  Today, for instance, in reading the story of Cain and 
Abel, when God discovers that Abel is missing he asks Cain, ñWhere is your brother?ò  
Cain answers, ñHow should I know? Am I his babysitter?ò  Earlier, when Cainôs 
sacrifice did not get Godôs approval, you may recall the phrase, ñCain was very wroth 
and his countenance fell.ò (KJV)  Here, ñCain lost his temper and went into a sulk.ò  
Now, thatôs more like it! 

So you can be sure that there will be many more delightful turns of phrases and more 
appropriate descriptions to come.  Iôll even predict that at least one a day is in store for 
us, likely more. 

Another way this reading will enhance our personal experience with the Bible is when 
we get together each month and talk about our reactions to what weôve read.  How has 
this experience made me grow?  What did I find difficult to deal with?  What things 
were simply not believable, at least on a literal level?  What was most rewarding to 
me?  What did I share with others?  On and on we can go with our reactions and we 
will learn much from these discussions.  For those of you who donôt feel a need to do 
the daily readings, Iôd like to invite you to the discussions anyway.  I think you will find 
them helpful, nevertheless. 

So, if youôd like to have one of these Bibles, they are $15; you could be reading along 
with us by tomorrow.  (One caveat:  The print is on the small side.  Ask me and Iôll 
show you a copy.)  If youôd rather use your own Bible, you can get the yearôs schedule 
by going to the churchôs website, www.nilesdiscoverychurch.org, and scroll to the 
bottom of the page.  Each daily reading is there along with the full schedule in PDF or 
HTML format.  Just click and you shall receive. Or, just ask me and Iôll print one out for 
you. 

Oh, one other thing.  God promises to bless anyone who meditates on Scripture.  (Itôs 
in the first Psalm we read on day one.)  Blessings, anyone?

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The joint Construction Team and Finance Team have been meeting on Tuesday 
evening at 7:00 p.m. at 36600 Niles Boulevard.  The meeting is open so come and 
join us if you are interested in having input into construction or finance decisions.  

After approval by the Cabinet, Bruce Kieft and Beth Armstrong signed a contract for 
preliminary design of the renovation and new construction with JSW/D Architects of 
Berkeley.  The Construction Team is very pleased with Helen Degenhardt, our archi-
tect, and Susan Vutz, our project manager.  They listen attentively and are trying to 
bring our ideas to reality in their preliminary sketches. 

By the end of January, the Construction Team plans to have culled the list of con-
tractors who have indicated interest in our project down to a final three, interviewed 
these candidates, and picked contractor to recommend to the Cabinet.  The Team 
decided to do this early so the architects can work closely with the contractor to help 
keep the project on target financially. 

Another January project is to have a survey of the property at 36600 completed, 
something required by the City of Fremont.  This work is intense and interesting, and 
the Team is committed to doing a good job for the congregation.  You can share 
your thoughts, concerns, and hopes with the team via email at construction-
team@nccucc.org.

The BELL at Niles Congregational Church  

by Ron Adamson 

The BELL (caps indicate we are talking 
about our current BELL) in our courtyard 
was made in about 1900 and was in-
stalled at NCC in 1956. In between it 
had quite an interesting history. This is 
the first of a two-part series of articles 
about our BELL.  We start with the basic 
ñfactsò as I know them. Please feel free 
to fill in any ñfactsò if you can. The next 
article will have a more personal, narra-
tive history. 

History 

1889 ï First Congregational Church of 
Niles founded and located in the Niles 
School.  This building had a bell, but as 
yet I don't know anything about it. 

1894 ï C.S. Bell Co. in Hillsborough, 
Ohio named, after a few years as a 
metal foundry. 

1905 ï Hayward Grammar (Markham) 
School built with a bell tower and the 
BELL. 

1911 ï ñBigò NCC church built at current 
site with a bell tower that likely con-
tained a bronze bell. It is likely but not 
known if it was the bell from the original 
1889 church building. 

1938 ï The ñbig churchò burns to the 
ground. The ñold bellò breaks and par-
tially melts. 

1939 ï New NCC built with no bell 
tower. The ñold bellò re-melted and 
made into the plaque that is in the nar-
thex. (have a look!) 

1949ï1950 ï Hayward Markham School 
burns and is demolished. BELL not 
damaged. 

1951 ï BELL given to Fairview Hayward 

Fire District (volunteer fire department). 
BELL placed on a pole on 2nd St.  and 
used to call volunteers 

1955 ï Hayward 2nd St. widened and 
the BELL is displaced 

1956 ï BELL is given to NCC, through 
actions of NCC members (tune in for 
more details later). 

1956 ï BELL installed in NCC court-
yard. 

1960 ï BELL moved to current location 
in courtyard. 

2011 ï BELL rusted, but in good shape. 

The BELL Itself 

Cast between 1894 and 1903 by the 
C.S. Bell Co. in Hillsborough, Ohio.  Cu-
riously, the foundry founderôs name is 
Bell. 

Size is ñschool bellò, 26 inch diameter at 
the mouth. 

Weight is 200 pounds, with entire as-
sembly (yoke and mountings) making it 
close to 350 pounds. 

Composition is cast steel (iron with 
small amounts of chromium and nickel). 
This composition has been ñsecretò 
since the late 1800s. 

The inverted V-cap is constructed with 
tiles from the former Mission Clay Tile 
factory in Niles Canyon. 

Currently, the BELL tone is close to b-
flat.
